If a RTC is unable to encumber all funds requested in the budget, Region must inform ICN by February 3, 2014.  In order to return funds to ICN, Region must submit an explanation regarding reason for the return, a signed confirmation by entities’ chief financial officer or equivalent, and documentation of voting consensus by Region’s membership.
· Each RTC funded through the General Fund RTC appropriation must submit a Semi-Annual Report by January 31, 2014 and an Annual Report by July 31, 2014. Timeframes are not negotiable.
· Release of the funding for the RTC is dependent upon the receipt and approval of the required documentation by the Iowa Telecommunications and Technology Commission.
·     Funding will be allocated by the ITTC to each RTC twice during the fiscal year.  No RTC may receive the requested allocation as a one-time allotment.  The ITTC must approve the “Regional Support Services Budget” before the first half of the requested RTC budget amounts are released to the RTC fiscal agent.  The second half of the requested budget will be associated to the semi-annual report, which will be approved by the ITTC in February/March during the current Fiscal Year.
Complete reports should be limited to no more than two (2) pages, and should be a unified voice for each individual RTC.  The report should answer the below questions.
